


M.A. Malayalam

The MA programmes of the school follow the pattern of Course and Credit Semesters (CCS). Each MA programme is of a duration of four semesters. Candidates who have passed UG with a minimum 45% marks in Part III English/Malayalam or 50% marks in Part I English/ Malayalam are eligible to apply. Selection is on the basis of an entrance test and qualifying marks. A unique feature of the programmes is the presence of common core courses which the students of Malayalam and English jointly undergo.
