


MPhil Programme

English and Malayalam

The M Phil programmes in English and Malayalam lasts for two semesters. The first semester is a period of course-work wherein the research scholar is required to complete four courses. Overall, they involve a study of selected areas of literature written in or translated into English/Malayalam. The courses are designed in such a way that a true comparative perspective is inculcated and imparted to the participant. ‘Research Methodology and Literary Theory’, the Common Core Course offered to both English and Malayalam streams, is an in-depth study of literature and literary theory so as to facilitate fresh perspectives/ innovative approaches in studying art and literature. The Common Core Course ‘Translation Studies’ is basically a theoretical course that introduces theories of translation[s] to the participants.

The course ‘Comparative Literature’ allows the participants to choose a specific field from a
fairly large domain, including Reading Screenplays, Latin American and Malayalam Poetry,
Fiction: Indian and European, etc. The Pro-dissertation Course aims at orienting the research scholar to emerge with an adept academic vision that will help him/her in the area in which s/he chooses to write the dissertation. The tenure for the completion of the dissertation is the second semester.

The syllabus for each course is finalised by the faculty council at the beginning of the semester. Those with 55% marks in the respective subjects are eligible to apply for these
programmes.

Thetre Arts

The M Phil programme in Theatre Arts also lasts for two semesters. The first semester is a period of course-work wherein the research scholar is required to complete four courses. The programme includes a study of world classics in drama, various theories of dramaturgy, Culture Studies and a number of elective courses to choose from. This includes Film Studies, and production based studies of Performances. There is also a customised course on ‘Research Methodology and Theatre Aesthetics’, which aims at facilitating cutting edge research vis-à-vis different forms of performing arts. Though this programme is open to Postgraduates in any discipline, aspirants with degrees in Theatre (and allied subjects) and Literature are given preference.
